Proposed Work and Purpose: Brevard County proposes to repair Sea Ray Bridge by replacing bridge bents 3 and 4 up to
current codes and standards.

Project Alternatives: FEMA has considered the no-action alternative and has determined that taking no action
would likely have adverse effects on property, residents, and the community. Alternate
locations were not considered as the bridge is functionally dependent upon its location
within the floodplain.
